3.1 Connect the 5-pin DMX port of the UNICON® interface with the DMX port of the device you want to update. .

m If you plan on updating multiple devices, connect the following devices in daisy chain via DMX.

m If any device has a 3-pin DMX port, use an adapter 5-pin DMX (m) to 3-pin DMX (f).

3.2 Switch on the UNICON® interface.

5.1 Disconnect the DMX cable from the updated device.
5.2 Check whether the firmware update ran correctly.

m This is an individual process per device. For some devices you can see firmware version
during the booting process, for others you must access this info manually in the menu.

5.3 Check whether the full functionality of the updated device is given.
